Treasurer Bob Dever

We currently have 10,320.90 in our Money Market and 4,955.49 in our Playground account. If you recall, we were charged
150.00 for our accounts because of the banks changing ownership to Wells Fargo. Wells Fargo has a philosophy of charging
fees to accounts that don't have a certain dollar criteria. I called over to our account rep. and he assured me that things
were going to change and their feam was moving elsewhere where there are no fees and they will waive the transfer fees
when that move is made. I told him that we would have to look elsewhere to put our money as the fee deal did not work for
our nonprofit organization. We have 6,809.15 in our checking account.

A tentative final number to the Monster Dash for this year is a profit in 2,697.40. We took in sponsors and registrations in
the amount of 3527.00 and had expenses of 829.40. I looked back at last year and our profit number was recorded at
3882.75 but not all expenses were listed as last year's expenses were listed at only 391.50. Overall, we did a great job and
need to continue to maximize income and reduce expenses. Bob
